Acquisitions from Mitchells and Butlers, October 2010The Stonegate Pub Company, based in Birmingham, was set up to acquire 333 predominantly ‘drinks-led’ pubs from the (also Birmingham based) Mitchells & Butlers pub company in October 2010 for £373 million, financed by TDR Capital.

Fifty three are within Greater London and former M&B ‘brandings’ are gradually being changed or removed.  Of these, two thirds were from the erstwhile Bars & Venues, Community Pubs, Scream and Town Pubs brands which, except for Edwards, Goose and Scream pubs, had no external badging.

The remaining third were, however, from the All Bar One, Castle, Ember Inns, Harvester, Nicholson, O’Neills, Sizzling Pub Co and Vintage Inns estates, many of which were predominantly ‘food-led’ and appear to have been transferred to the Town or Suburban (ex-Community) brands in preparation for disposal. The All Bar One and O’Neills pubs have subsequently been renamed by Stonegate. Former M&B brandings are shown in italics below and an asterisk indicates pubs last reported with no real ale. It is known that Stonegate is currently in merger talks with the Town & City Pub Company, operators of Hogshead, Slug & Lettuce and Yates’s brands, so expect more changes

Upstairs drinking/dining area. Simple English food. Formerly LONG LANE for a while, originally RED COW (YE OLDE). Open 12-11 (12 Fri/Sat, 10.30 Sun).

49c ANTHOLOGIST, 58 Gresham St. Fuller: LondonPride. Large bar and restaurant opened on ground floor of office block in April 2010 by small expanding Drake & Morgan pub company. Mixture of  eating, separate restaurant area and open-to-view kitchen. Open 8am-11pm Mon-Wed, 8am-1am Thu/Fri, 9.30pm-1am Sat with soul music, closed Sun.

49b Brasserie Rocque, 37 Broadgate Circle. No real ale. Spacious bar and restaurant on ground floor of Broadgate complex opened by M&B by 2006 but not previously reported. Acquired by new Stonegate Pub Co in October 2010 (see appendix above).

49c Broadgate Exchange-White Horse. Geronimo pub acquired by Young’s in December 2010.

49c City Boot, 7 Moorfields High Walk. Davys wine bar now with keg Old Wallop and lager. Add to pub database.

49a Globe, 83 Moorgate, EC2M 6SA is now a Nicholson pub (no longer Keats etc). Range now Fuller: London Pride; +Sharp: Doom Bar; +Taylor: Landlord;+guest beers. Now M&B (Nicholson), ex-Bass. Their website 
49b KINGS ARMS, range now Greene King: IPA;+Taylor; Landlord; +Young: Bitter; +one or two guest beers. Beers may vary. Now Punch Pub Co, ex-S&N via Spirit. One of 106 managed pubs (92 in London) that are being badged by Punch as ‘Taylor Walker’ although, so far, the name appears mainly restricted to ‘A’ boards on the pavement and menus and is not a full scale rebranding exercise. Taylor Walker was a London brewery dating back to 1730 and brewed its Barley Mow beers in Limehouse until taken over by Ind Coope in 1960. At its peak, it operated 600 pubs. which eventually became part of Allied Domecq. The name, currently owned by Carlsberg UK who have licensed it to Punch, was revived

for a while in the late ’70s when Taylor Walker lanterns appeared outside former Ind Coope pubs. After Allied was taken over by Bass in the ’90s, the pubs were spun off to various pub companies, some ending up with Punch. There appears to be no direct relationship between the current badging exercise and the original or ’70s Taylor Walker estates. The Kings Arms, for example, was a Trumans pub.

50  CLOCK HOUSE, 82 Leather Lane. Renamed CRAFT BEER CO in late June. Sister pub to the Cask Pub & Kitchen), SW1, it is also leased free of tie from Greene King by licensee Martin Hayes. Sixteen handpumps dispense Clerkenwell Pale (3.7% house ale) from the new Kent Brewery plus 14 varying real ales from microbreweries (e.g. Bristol, Daleside, Dark Star, Five Towns, Fyne Ales, Ilkley, Naylors,

Otley), and a cider. It also has 21 keg taps dispensing Clerkenwell Lager (5% house lager) brewed by Mikkeler from Denmark, varying craft beers from Denmark, the Netherlands, Norway, USA etc and Camden Town Helles Lager. In addition, a choice of 150 speciality bottled beers from 42 brewers in nine countries are kept in cabinets behind the bar. All beers are served in house ‘Craft Beer’ badged red lined glasses ensuring full measures. Cask beers are priced according to strength in bands from £3.40/pint (up to 3.9%) to £4.50/pint (up to 6.9%). Spirits include house gin and vodka from Slipsmith

distillery in Hammersmith. Food is limited to hand raised pork pies and scotch eggs. The small ground floor bar with cream decor and ‘house’ wallpaper retains its unique clock face mirrored ceiling with chandelier, and there is an upstairs lounge. Limited seating. Knowledgeable staff. The only regret

is that its original name could not have been retained in some form. Open 11-11 Mon-Sat, closed Sun. A very welcome addition to the London beer scene, heralding what hopefully could become a chain of specialist beer bars.

50b Dome-Bedouin, 57-59 Charterhouse St. No real ale. Keg lager now installed in this cafe bar. Reinstate on pub database. Now Town & City, ex-Laurel. 

50b Dry Bar, Free, now converted to ‘Native Tongue’ comedy and live music club, confirmed delete from pub database.

50 Green Man and Still    161 Whitecross  Street It is now (June 2011) a coffee shop called Fix.

50b LORD RAGLAN, Range now Fuller: London Pride; Greene King: OSH; Sharp: Doom Bar; Young:London Gold. Now Spirit (branded Taylor Walker), ex-S&N. 

50a Nineteentwenty, 19-20 Great Sutton St. No real ale. Independent large modern bar with American-style pool hall on ground floor and basement cocktail bar, in former commercial premises.

50a Raduno, 85 Charterhouse St. No real ale. Independent bar and club on three floors in former commercial premises.

50a ST Pauls Tavern, 56 Chiswell St. Reopened and renamed CHISWELL STREET DINING ROOMS, a ‘modern British restaurant and cocktail bar’ operated by ETM Group with keg beers. Latterly a Greene King pub. Part of the redevelopment of the former Whitbread Brewery site for an hotel and two pubs.

55, E14,  Foresters Arms, ex-Bass, sold and closed 2004 and subsequently converted and extended to create 6 flats c.2005.  

55, E14,  Jacks Bar, 566 Commercial Rd.  No real ale.  Independent bar in former ‘Links’ restaurant premises, opened by August 2013.

55, E14,  PEPPER SAINT ONTIOD.  Lease back with Antic, ex-Gregarious, by October 2013.  Formerly PUZZLE 

55, E14,  originally HARRYS BAR.  

55, E14,  Pier Tavern.  Renamed MOURINHO’S in April 2013.  Still no real ale; now a pub and Maltese restaurant.  

55b, E14, WATERFRONT (independent). Renamed ASTONS, a ‘champagne & wine bar’ with draught beer. (independent). Retains Majingos lap dancing club on the same premises. E15 

55, E15,  Glitter Ball.  Renamed TAVERN BAR in January 2014, still no real ale.  Independent, ex-Enterprise.  Formerly ROYAL OAK.  

55, E15,  Latin ¼.  Renamed SWAGGA by March 2012.  A bar, restaurant and music venue.  Still no real ale.  Formerly TWO PUDDINGS. 

55, E15,  O ld Log Cabin, Independent, now converted to ‘Westbridge (London) Hotel’ in September 2012 with no bar.  Delete from pub database.  Originally YORKSHIRE GREY.  E16 

55, E16,  Dartmouth Arms, Punch, ex-Bass, sold and converted to ‘Pier One’ African nightclub by June 2013.  (E159)

55, E16,  Hallsville Tavern (WHITE HOUSE), Independent, now converted to ‘Al Amir’ Indian restaurant in December 2013.  

55, E16,  Marquis of Salisbury, Independent, now ground floor also converted to flats by July 2012. 

55, E16,  Ram, Independent, ex-Phoenix, already reported as converted to a private hire venue, now converted to ‘Guvnor’, an African night club and restaurant, by June 2013.  A former GBG entry.  Formerly RAM TAVERN.

55a, E17, Cock, High St, Punch, no real ale, H unused.

55,  E17, COLLEGE ARMS, 807 Forest Rd.  Renamed WILLIAM MORRIS, Caledonian: Deuchars IPA; guest beers.  Refurbished with William Morris wallpaper.  Food-orientated, live music Sat evening and jazz Sun lunchtime. 

55, E17, So Nice, Independent, closed and converted to a double glazing shop by October 2012.  Formerly TRINI BAR, BARLOCKS, RUSSELLS, HARRISONS BAR, MONKEY BUSINESS and McCANNS.

56b, EC1, (BRB AT THE) ARC (Orchid). Was taken over by Black Pub Co, not among those sold to M&B. Renamed in October as BREWHOUSE & KITCHEN, first London outlet of a new chain. Brew-pub with kit formerly used at the Botanist in Kew. Up to eight of their cask beers on handpump, plus sixteen keg beers and forty bottles.

56a, EC1, Central Street Bar (Admiral). Was BRITISH OAK. Closed and demolished in 2012. 

56,EC1, DISTILLERS (Pocket Pubs). Taken over by Cunning Plan Pub Co and renamed ST BART'S BREWERY in June. Not in fact a brewery; the equipment on display stores Meantime beers. Up to four real ales, e.g. Rooster, Thornbridge.

56b, EC1, Leonards (Enterprise), 42 Northampton Rd/33 Rosoman St. Was RED LION, THOMAS WETHERED. Having been a restaurant for five years, reopened in September as BOURNE & HOLLINGSWORTH BUILDINGS, a brasserie, bar and café, one of the small Bourne & Hollingsworth chain. No cask beer. 

EC1, LONGROOM (Marylebone Leisure Group). Was GATE. Having been bought last year from the administrators of Bramwell Pub Co, now renamed BARSMITH, the first of a new cocktail & craft beer chain. Four changing cask beers, e.g. Purity, Roosters. 

EC1, Nelson's Retreat (Enterprise), 1 Vince St. Having closed earlier this year, reopened as CANVAS BAR, also addressed at 235 Old St. No cask beer. One keg lager.

56, EC2, Bar Music Hall (Duvel-Moortgat), 134 Curtain Road. Was Hell. Having closed in the early 2010s, reopened in May by Columbo Group as their second BLUES KITCHEN, after Camden High Street NW1. Continued emphasis on live music. No real ale.

56b, EC2, MASTER GUNNER (Young). Reverted to FINCH'S, after nine Years. 

56, EC2, PHOENIX (Greene King). Converted to Metropolitan Pub Co format. Greene King IPA and three guests, e.g. East London, Redemption.

56b, EC2, STRONGROOM, 120-124 Curtain Rd. Cask beer introduced, three handpumps in the downstairs bar and one upstairs, e.g. Oakham, Tiny Rebel.

56, E3, CYGNET (Truman), Swan Wharf, 60 Dace Road. Truman's brewery tap opened in a former warehouse, with a large front terrace by the Lee Navigation. Full range of Truman’s beers, plus a guest. Open 9am- 11(1am Fri & Sat).

56a, E3 Fat Cat Cafe Bar. Changed hands and renamed in June, EAST LONDON LIQUOR, a new venture from former Barworks people. Cask beer discontinued. Draught beers from Camden. In house gin distillery.

Addendum 

Two larger pub sales have taken place. The pubs affected are listed below, instead of including repetitive entries in WhatPub? Update. Any significant changes, e.g. of name or beer policy, will be reported in the listings as they arise. In November, Stonegate Pub Co bought 78 pubs nationwide from the administrators of Bramwell Pub Co, the former Barracuda Ltd. These are the three affected sites in east London: EC1 Trader, EC2 Cape, EC3 Alice. A few Bramwell sites do not appear to have been included in the Stonegate deal, presumably because they had already been disposed. We have tracked down ownership in the following cases: EC1 Longroom: Marylebone Leisure Group .This leaves two unaccounted for: E1 Cape, E4 Obelisk. In June, Mitchells & Butler bought 173 pubs from Orchid, leaving a further 49 in the hands of Orchid’s administrators. A number of other Orchid pubs have also been sold or closed in the recent past. The remaining Orchid sites in east London, which continue to trade according to the administrators, include several Asian-themed pubs and restaurants: EC2 Pacific Oriental, EC2 Sri Thai, EC3 Imperial City, E14 Sri Nam. Most of the Orchid estate in London is therefore believed to have been acquired by M&B: EC1 Angel, EC1 Arc, E4 Queen Elizabeth, E11 Bar Room Bar.
