AST London's most common-
ly availabie real beer,
Charringtons IPA, is cur-
rently the subject of a
belated advertising cam-
paign by the brewery, who
are promoting it as "trad-
itional draught beer",

But is IPA always so
"traditional"? True, it
is a cask-conditioned
beer, and hundreds of Lon-
don pubs sell excellent
IPA from traditional beer
ensines. But Charringtons
are promoting IPA as "tra-
ditional" regardless of
the method of dispense
used and the majority of
their pubs do not use
handpumpvs,

The bar fittings used
instead of handpumps dis-
guise three different
methods c¢f dispense - air-
pressure, carbon dioxide
primed electric pumps, and
top-pressure carbon diox-
ide dispense - all of
which tend to mask the
full flavour of the beer.

pressure dispense has a
particularly disastrous
effect, making the beer
gassy and giving it a car
bonic acid flavour, but
fortunately Charringtons
do not use this method in
many pubs.

The message for drin-
kers is clear: for a
truly traditional pint of
IPA stick to pubs with
handpunps, all of which
you will find listed in
"Real Beer in London",
