DURING the 1920's and 30's Mann,
Crogeman & Paulin, in common wWith
other breweries, increaved their
sales by purchasing smaller brew-
eries with their tied houses and
closing the breweriea down. This
was the process which continued
until very recently and decimated
the number of breweries in Britain.
Breweries taken over included
the Hornchurch Brewery, Burrows of
Twickenham, Iuker's Southend Brew-
ery, The Richmond Brewery of Daniel
Watney (one of the family which
later submerged Manns), Drandon's
Putney Brewery (famous for its
mRustic Ale") and & brewery in

Rayleigh. In 1938 they took over
Bennett's Dunstable Brewery, there-
by gaining extensive outlets in

Hertfordshire.
