EXISTING REWERIES
Botanist, Kew Green, London TW9
Brew-pub on Kew Green which commenced brewing in September 2011.  The 2.5 barrel brewery is fully visible in centre of pub.  Wide range of beer styles brewed.  The pub is part of a small chain (Convivial) and the brewery concept may be rolled-out to other outlets (Watford and Reigate were mentioned to me).
Brew Wharf, Stoney Street, London, SE1
Very well-regarded brew-pub under the railway arches by Borough Market.  Usually two beers available at the pub at any time – often very well-hopped.  You are unlikely to see the same beers twice here, as the brewers are constantly experimenting.  It is an expensive pub, but a good discount is available on the beer on production of a CAMRA membership card.
Brodie’s Brewery, 816 High Road, Leyton, E10   
Ever expanding micro-brewery in stable block at rear of the King William IV pub in Leyton (premises formerly home to Sweet William Brewery).  Established in 2008.  A great many different beers are produced and these are available at the small number of Brodie’s pubs, plus in the free trade and at festivals.
By The Horns, Wimbledon, SW7
New micro-brewery launched in October 2011.  Amongst the outlets so far has been the Trafalgar at South Wimbledon.
Camden Town Brewery, 55 Wilkin Street Mews, NW5
This micro-brewery was established at the beginning of 2010.  The main emphasis is on kegged beers (with the Camden Hells Lager seemingly very successful), with high quality cask conditioned beers seen from time to time.
East London Brewery, Lammas Road, Leyton, E10
Brewing commenced in September 2011 on a 10 barrel plant, concentrating so far on two beers – Foundation Bitter and Pale Ale – both of which are already earning a good reputation.
Florence Brew House, Dulwich Road, Herne Hill, SE24
This is a brew-pub with beers only usually available in the pub itself.  Brewing ceased for a while in early 2011, but is now once again on stream.  There was formerly a sister brew pub, the Cock at Fulham, but brewing is now concentrated at this address.  

Fullers, Griffin Brewery, Chiswick
Large and very long-established regional brewery with many pubs in the London area.  Part of the London Brewers Alliance and currently producing some exceptional one-off beers including ‘back from the dead’ recipes from the brewery archive.
Ha’Penny Brewery, Aldborough Hatch, Essex
Quite a small-scale (5.5 barrel)  micro-brewery situated in pleasant surroundings in a farm out-building close to Fairlop Water.  Brewing since 2009.  The beers can be hard to find outside of beer festivals.
The Kernel Brewery, 98 Druid Street, London SE1
For a brewery that was only established in 2010, The Kernel has built up a fantastic, international reputation.  The beer range is eclectic, based on an ever changing diet of well-hopped Pale Ales and IPAs, together with recreations of historic stout and porter recipes.  Most production is bottled, but cask and keg versions can be found.  The ideal place to sample these beers is at the brewery on a Saturday, when it is open to the public.
London Brewing Company, North Hill, Highgate
Brew-pub at the Bull, North Hill, which began brewing at the beginning of September 2011.  Two beers are generally available at the pub itself.
London Fields Brewery, 374 Helmsley Place, London, E8
This little brewery (2.5 barrel) was established in August 2011 by Jules Whiteway and Ian Burgess (the latter well known locally through his other business Climpson’s Coffee).  It is essentially at present a brew-pub, and the brewery premises are open to the public on Saturdays from noon to 11pm (but check brewery website if possible to confirm opening).  Up to 6 cask beers are usually available to drink in the heated beer garden and food and live music also feature.  Some beer has found its way to festivals and local pubs – but the emphasis is on sales from the brewery itself.
Meantime Brewery, Greenwich
Medium-sized brewery which brews at two locations.  The main, substantial brewery is now at North Greenwich, and there is also a brew-pub situated in the former Royal Naval College in Greenwich town centre.  Most production is for bottle and keg, with cask-conditioned versions less-often encountered.
Moncada Brewery, W10
New micro-brewery which launched in October 2011.  Beers are ‘Notting Hill’ branded (e.g. Notting Hill Blond, Notting Hill Amber).  Seen at beer festivals, I’m not sure if the brewery yet has regular outlets for the beer.  Owned by Argentine national Julio Moncada.
Ram Brewery, Wandsworth
Very small-scale brewing continues to take place on a tiny kit within the old Young’s Brewery premises.  This seems to primarily be for the purposes of keeping ‘continuous brewing’ alive at the site in anticipation of a hoped-for brew-pub once the site is finally redeveloped.  Beers are not available to the general public.  

Redchurch Brewery, Bethnal Green, E2
New micro-brewery launched in September 2011.  Most of the production is for bottle (try Mason & Taylor on Bethnal Green Road as a likely outlet).  Cask conditioned beers first seen in early November 2011.
Redemption Brewery, Tottenham
Micro-brewery established at the end of 2009 and has quickly built up a good reputation, especially for its two core beers (Pale Ale and Urban Dusk) – now expanding into production of seasonal and special beers.  Widely available at better free trade outlets in the east London and north London areas.
Sambrook’s Brewery, Battersea
A 20 barrel brewery, established in 2008 with substantial financial backing.  Widely available in London, especially in the south-west.  Wandle and Junction are the main brands, with occasional seasonal special beers.
Stag Brewery, Mortlake
Keg factory.
Twickenham Fine Ales, Twickenham
Around since 2005, this is almost the old-hand amongst the micros.  Beers are widely available across south London, although more rarely encountered in the east.
Zerodegrees, Montpelier Row, Greenwich
Around since at least 2000, this is the original Zerodegrees brew-pub, now part of a small chain.  A pleasant, modern bar, with home-brewed beer and excellent pizzas.  The beer is not cask conditioned, but is of high quality.  A new, young, German-born brewer is impressing with his Black Lager.  Occasional cask conditioned beer available at festivals.
FORTHCOMING BREWERIES
Antic, Camberwell, SE
The Antic pub-chain is developing an in-house brewery to supply its 15-plus London pubs (including the Red Lion, Leytonstone).  Some test brews have already been seen, brewed at Redemption.  Head brewer is Stephen Lawson (ex-Firkin).  Should be in operation in 2012.
Bloomsbury Brewing Company
This one seems to have gone quiet.
Dalston,
There are strong rumours that a Dalston (N1, not E8) pub is to re-open with an in-house brewery.  Believed to be associated with the Off Broadway bar in Broadway Market, E8.
Duchess of Cambridge, Goldhawk Road, W6
Brewing is expected to commence at this pub in January 2012.  The pub was formerly called the Queen of England and is currently closed.  The brewery will supply the pub itself, and also its sister pub, the Bree Louise at Euston, NW1.
Hackney Brewery, Hackney
Long-trailed brewery associated with the Charles Lamb pub in Islington.  Expected in early 2012.
Putney Bridge Brewery, Putney, SW15
There are plans to begin brewing at the Bricklayers Arms pub in Waterman Street, Putney in 2012.
Rye Lane Brewery, Peckham
Forthcoming micro-brewery with test brews already seen, believed to have been brewed elsewhere.
Tap East, Westfield Shopping Centre (“Eastfield”), Stratford, E20
New brew-pub due to launch at 4pm on Wednesday 9 November 2011.  Adjacent to Stratford International Station.  Under the same management as the Rake pub at Borough Market.
Truman’s
Truman’s branded beers are widely available in the free trade, especially around the East End.  These are currently brewed at Nethergate in Essex.  But it is hoped the beers may one day return to East London.
